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data have proved” that imports
contributed importantly.

No “records and data” were made
available in regard to this request for
reconsideration. In regard to
attachments to the petition and request
for reconsideration provided in a
previous investigation for this worker
group (TA-W—41,255) regarding
competitive company imports (a
company email discussing offshore
shipments, labels indicating import
shipments), the Department contacted
the company, which provided specific
information as to whether competitive
imports had occurred, where production
had been shifted, and specific
percentages of import volume versus
total plant production. In all cases
where competitive imports occurred,
the volume of imports was deemed
negligible. It was on the basis of this
specific information that the
determination was made.

Finally, the petitioners enumerate the
three criteria for eligibility and assert
that they meet all three criteria.

As noted above, an investigation of
the information available reveals that
subject firm workers of American
Greetings Corporation, Corbin,
Kentucky do not meet the “contributed
importantly” group eligibility
requirement of Section 222(3) of the
Trade Act of 1974, as amended.

Conclusion

After review of the application and
investigative findings, I conclude that
there has been no error or
misinterpretation of the law or of the
facts which would justify
reconsideration of the Department of
Labor’s prior decision. Accordingly, the
application is denied.
